Proposal #1: Redirection of selected content

Requires deciding which selected content will be migrated.
Only some selected content will redirect (301).
Non selected content will return 404.

Oracle job: add redirections from selected content (.htaccess file or similar)

Proposal #2: Using a “legacy.netbeans.org” site

- Everything will redirect (301).

- Non selected content will generate a 404, which will redirect to legacy.netbeans.org.

- Oracle job: new website, clone of https://netbeans.org with all links changed to legacy.netbeans.org .

- Apache job: add .htaccess redirections (or similar) to legacy.netbeans.org
